April F5J Contest Report by Lenny Keer, CD

We had our first F5J contest of the year on April 17. The weather was just about perfect with light winds and
blue skies. We had three flyers from RM SA and two came up from Colorado Springs. Hopefully we'll have a
better turnout next time.

Around the country, dectric soaring rules have been transitioning from a fixed motor run time to an unlimited
motor run. Thiswas thefirst time that we used this format here. This turned out to be a very interesting format,
which puts more emphasis on the thermaling part of thetask. Theflights are flown in 10-minute windows, just
like F3J. At the start of the window, the pilots launch and climb for as long or as short as they choose. Only one
climb is allowed, so once they shut off the motor they cannot restart it. The duration time begins when the motor
is shut off and the plane must be on the ground before the window ends to qualify for landing points. Wetried out
a short landing tape this time, but will return to the usual F3J tapein the future.

Therewere avariety of planes used and they all flew well. Bob Avery didn’t bring a SP400 sailplane with him,
but flew the contest anyway with his dectric Zagi. By using an extended maotor run to maximize his duration
points he didn’t do too badly -- and even scored the most landing points!

The next F5J contest is planned for June 26", so bring your eectric sailplane out and join the fun.
